• Disconnect the battery pack from the polisher before removing the backing plate, or storing your polisher. Preventive safety
measures reduce the risk of starting the power tool accidentally.
• Keep out of reach of children.
• Do not allow untrained users to operate this polisher. Power tools are dangerous in the hands of untrained users.
• Maintain your polisher and accessories. Check for misalignment or binding of moving parts, any broken parts and any other
conditions that may a�ect your polisher’s operation.

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BATTERY TOOL USE AND CARE
• Only charge the battery with the Farécla battery charger. Using another charger may create a �re risk.

• Only use Farécla accessories recommended for use with this Rotary polisher. 
• Do not use applicator pads with an overall diameter  in excess of 150 mm (6”)
• Only use the Farécla backing plate for rotary polishers (GMB146 - SGA78072700148) with this machine.
• Do not use damaged accessories (backing plates and applicator pads). Before each use, inspect accessories for cracks, or excessive 
wear and tear. If your polisher or accessories are dropped, inspect them for damage and install replacement accessories, as required. 
A�er inspecting and installing an accessory, position yourself and bystanders away from the plane of the rotating accessory and run 
the power tool at maximum no-load speed for one minute. Damaged accessories will normally break apart during this test time.
• Never put your polisher down until it has come to a complete stop.
• Do not run your polisher while carrying it at your side. 
• Regularly inspect and clean your polisher’s air vents. The motor's fan will draw dust into the housing and excessive accumulation of 
debris may be hazardous to your polisher.
Kickback and Related Warnings
Kickback is a sudden reaction to a pinched or snagged rotating pad, brush or any other accessory. Pinching or snagging causes rapid 
stalling of the rotating accessory which in turn causes the uncontrolled power tool to be forced in the direction opposite to the 
accessory's rotation at the point of the binding.
For example, if a foam pad is snagged or pinched by the work surface, the pad may either jump toward or away from the operator, 
depending on direction of the back plate's movement at the point of pinching. Pads may also break under these conditions.
Kickback is the result of power tool misuse and/or incorrect operating procedures or conditions and can be avoided by taking 
proper precautions as given below.
• Use care when working near corners, sharp edges etc. Avoid bouncing and snagging the applicator pad.

SYMBOLOGY

ASSEMBLY
Removing/Inserting the Battery
To remove the battery, push in the release button and pull the battery pack away from the tool.
WARNING! Always remove the battery pack before changing or removing accessories.
To insert the battery, slide the pack into the body of the tool. Make sure it latches securely into place.

Installing Side Handle
The side handle may be installed on either side of the polisher head. Position the side handle in the location which o�ers best control. 
To install, remove the cap of handle socket, insert the side handle into the thread and tighten securely.

Installing/Removing/Cleaning the Dust Screen
Proper maintenance of the dust screens will maintain the performance and extend the life of the tool.

CAUTION! Do not use your polisher without the dust screens installed.

1. To remove the dust screen, insert a �at screwdriver into the notch at the top of the dust screen and prise away from the tool
2. To clean the dust screen, tap against a hard surface, or blow clean with compressed air
3. To re-attach the dust screen, snap the screen back into the hole it came from (screen speci�c)

OPERATION
Fitting the backing plate and using applicators
1. Prior to attaching the backing plate, remove the battery pack and lay the tool on a �at surface with the spindle 
 facing upwards
2. The Spindle Lock button can be pressed to aid in the �tting of, or removal of, the backing plate. N.B. NEVER PRESS THE 
 SPINDLE LOCK BUTTON WHEN THE BATTERY IS ATTACHED. RUNNING YOUR POLISHER WITH THE SPINDLE LOCK BUTTON PRESSED 
 WILL DAMAGE YOUR MACHINE AND INVALIDATE YOUR WARRANTY 
3. Attach the Farécla backing plate (GMB146) onto the spindle.
4. Secure the backing plate tightly to the spindle
5. Press the applicator pad securely and centrally onto the backing pad. Use a centering tool, if preferred, to ensure the 
 pad is optimally aligned for balance
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Before operating your polisher, read the manual

Use the speed 
control dial and rpm guide – see sticker on side of tool - to set the maximum speed for the application.
1. Set the speed control dial to the desired maximum speed, then pull the trigger
3. Polisher speed can range from zero to the maximum selected setting by varying the pressure on the trigger 
4. The trigger lock can be used to set your polisher at the maximum selected speed setting, if desired
5. To stop your polisher in normal use, release the trigger
6. To stop your polisher when the trigger lock is engaged, press and release the trigger
Polishing: Always use Farécla polishes and compounds and follow the instructions indicated on the packaging

MAINTENANCE
WARNING! To reduce the risk of injury, always unplug the charger and remove the battery pack from the charger or tool before 
performing any maintenance.
